
Artist Statement & CV — Diana de Avila  

ARTIST STATEMENT  

Diana de Avila is a digital fine artist whose work explores systems, pattern cognition, and 

perceptual architecture. Her immersive compositions draw from mathematical structure, 

neuroaesthetic principles, and embodied perception to create environments that support calm, 

resilience, and sensory restoration. 

A former U.S. Army Military Police officer, de Avila’s artistic practice emerged unexpectedly 

following neurological events that altered her visual processing. What began as spontaneous 

pattern recognition evolved into a mathematically rooted visual language—one that now informs 

large-scale installations in airports, healthcare spaces, and corporate environments. 

Later identified as autistic (Level 1), de Avila recognizes systems thinking and heightened pattern 

recognition as foundational elements of her perceptual framework. Her work reflects this internal 

architecture: precise, layered, and intuitively structured. 

Through digital abstraction, augmented reality, and environmental scale, she creates work that 

bridges science and emotion—where structure becomes sanctuary and pattern becomes breath. 

“Diana de Avila is one of the most interesting cases of this disease… she noticed a marked 

change in her cognitive functioning. De Avila experienced a sudden and intense drive to paint 

after experiencing brilliant colors and shapes while recuperating from an attack of ocular 

neuritis in 2017… a significant change from her previous existence.”
